2. Explanation of some terms used in guide  
Throughout this guide, you can find the following terms used. Please reffer to this list if you 

are unsure about their meaning. 

Mounting a drive ς making some physical resource (hard drive in this case) available in to 

system/user. 

PUP ς Potentially unwanted program. Application that may pose a threat to security. 

However, it may also be used as a correct application. 

Rootkit - an application, which tries to hide itself or another files on operating system level. 

Rootkit is loaded as a driver and then filters some functions of the operating system making it 

see incorrect information (e.g. what files are saved on the disk). This makes them 

undetectable by common methods. 

Superuser (root user) ς user with (maximal) administrative rights

AVG Rescue CD (ARL) is a standalone set of tools that can be started from CD or USB flash 

disk. This can be used to recover computer that is not able to boot or is infected in a way that 

will not allow normal operation of computer. 

The CD can be freely donwloaded as image file ready to be burned from AVG web. It is a 

Linux based bootable OS with AVG and tools on it.

As the computer started from a Live CD is not using files on hard drive, no infections are 

loaded ς this means, that rootkits are inactive and can be easily detected. 
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To be able to detect the latest threats, Rescue CD is able to update itself itself from internet 

and also from folder where previosly downloaded update files are stored.  

Note: As the CD contains AVG for Linux, any applicable command for AVG for Linux/FreeBSD 

can be used.
